UTAH BEAUTY INDUSTRY CHANGES — EFFECTIVE JANUARY 1, 2026
Senate Bill 0330 (March 2025)
The Utah Legislature passed Senate Bill 0330, which brings updates to professional licensing within the beauty industry. These changes will take effect January 1, 2026.
🔹 Key Changes
1. New Minimum Service Requirements
All students who begin training after December 31, 2025, must complete new minimum service counts as established by DOPL.
2. Basic Esthetician License Replaced
· The 600 HOUR Basic Esthetician License has been discontinued.
· It will be replaced by a 200-hour Basic Esthetics Safety Permit, covering:
· Facials
· Body treatments
· Limited waxing (no lashes, brows, chemical peels, manicures, or pedicures)
· Students not enrolled by January 1, 2026, will no longer have access to this license.
3. Transfer Options
Students wishing to transfer before these changes take effect should contact Admissions for guidance on eligibility.
4. Lash & Brow License Update
· Increases from 100 hours to 270 hours.
· Expanded curriculum now includes:
· Lash lifts and tinting
· Brow lamination and tinting
· Lash extensions
· Brow waxing


5. Barber License Changes
· The 1000-hour Barber License has been removed.
· A new Master Hair Design / Master Barber License, requiring 1000 hours (reduced from 1200). 
6. Cosmetology/Barbering License Reduction
· Program hours reduced from 1600 to 1250 hours.
· Lash and brow services will no longer be included in this scope of practice.
· Students wishing to learn these services must complete the 270-hour Lash & Brow Artistry program.
7. Returning or Re-Enrolling Students
Students who re-enroll at Cameo College after these changes take effect must meet current DOPL requirements, which may include:
· Entering into a new registration agreement or enrolling in a new program
· Additional tuition and/or kit costs
8. NOTICE: IF YOU PLAN TO MOVE OUT OF STATE, WE RECOMMEND YOU MAKE YOURSELF AWARE OF THE ENDORSEMENT OR RECIPROCITY REQUIREMENTS NECESSARY FOR RELOCATION. 
⚖️ Grandfathering of Current Licensees
· According to DOPL, current license holders will be grandfathered in and may continue performing services they were previously trained and licensed to offer. Cosmetologists are advised to apply for their Lash & Brow license through DOPL.

For example:
· Cosmetologists and Basic Estheticians currently performing lash services
· Cosmetologists are advised to apply for their Lash & Brow license through DOPL
· Holders of the former Barber License
